2. Contact a local assignor and apply for work

a. Do not wait until the season begins 
b. Ask about Uniform Requirements

c. Ask about Meeting Requirements

3. Dealing with Assignors

a. Check your calendar (ask your parents or spouse too) before accepting an assignment

b. Check email at least every 2-3 days
c. Don’t be choosy – Know that your first year you will have a lot of younger games

d. Once accepted – the assignment belongs to you. Turn backs are bad; No-show can be career-ending
e. Be on time, look and act professionally

f. Know game reporting requirements

g. ALWAYS contact the assignor: Red Card/Dismissed Coach; Terminated Match; Anytime you are shaken
